Burn will begin at approximately 13:00 hours. Crew will assemble at meeting zone inside highway gate at 12:00 hours. Crew meeting will commence, burn plan will be covered. On-Site weather conditions will be checked before ignition. Firebreaks will all be checked before ignition. Checklist will be analyzed before ignition. Once checklist a go, ignitors will take their positions along the ignition lines and suppressors and other personnel will be in their assigned locations. A radio check will occur at 12:55 hours. Once all crews have checked in, a test fire will be lit at 13:00 hours. Once test fire behavior is analyzed, ignition along the backwind flanks will occur. Suppressors will monitor fire while ignitors light the flank. Igniting will cease at 15:30 hours (2:30 hours since first ignition). Fire will be allowed to burn until dark, when FM% will increase and fire will cease. Mop-Up will occur the following day, along with post-burn evaluation. Pictures will be taken and reports will be assessed. A safety meeting will occur directly after burn and the following day. Goals for resource objectives and safety objectives will be analyzed. After burn, night-time drains will be monitored for smoke issues later that night (especially if LVORI is above 6)
